According to the Arkansas
Airports System Plan, projections show that, by the year 2025, the number of
aircraft based within the State will surpass 3,600, and aircraft operations will
exceed $2.8 million; and

General aviation in Arkansas accounts for $494.5 million in annual economic
activity, and airports employ approximately 5,400 people, producing a payroll of
$133.4 million. The total economic impact value exceeds $1 billion, about $376
per capita; and

Arkansas is home to 18 charter-flight companies, 43 repair stations, and 5 flight
schools operating 43 aircraft and supporting 72 jobs. In addition, there are nearly
80 fixed-based operators in the State; and
