Whereas According to the Massachusetts Statewide Airport Fconomic Impact Study Update, general
aviation airports in Massachusetts support 4,466 jobs and a total payroll of over $169 million; and

schools, 1,752 flight students and 1,192 flight instructors. According to the comprehensive AC-U-KWIK
directory, there are 43 fixed-base opevators in the state. According to Helicopter Association
International, theve are 237 heliports in Massachusetts; and
