WHEREAS, many Alaska rural locations are unigue in its almost total
dependence on general aviation for connectivity to the Municipality of
Anchorage and the services available here; and

WHEREAS, the Municipality of Anchorage is the home of Lake Hood
Seaplane Base, the world's largest and busiest seaplane base, as well as
Merrill Field, Anchorage's first commercial airport.
