Whereas, Missouri is home to 95 fixed-based opetators, 55 repait stations, 547 heliports, 6
FAA-approved pilot schools, 1,732 flight students and 1,610 flight instructors; and

Whereas, general aviation aitports in Missouri support an economic impact of over $§857
