WHEREAS, according to the 2015 New Hampshire State Airport System Plan, general
aviation in New Hampshire’s aviation system supports 776 jobs in the state; and

WHEREAS, general aviation not only supports New Hampshire's economy, it improves overall [ [/
quality of life by supporting emergency medical and healthcare services, law enforcement, e
firefighting and disaster relief, and by transporting business travelers to their destinations

quickly and safely; and

WHEREAS, the nation’s aviation infrastructure represents an important public benefit, and
Congressional oversight should be in place to ensure stable funding of this system;
