WHEREAS, West Virginia airports provide access for businesses and tourists to
isolated areas, enabling businesses to remain part of the Nation's Air Transportation
System and connected to the world’s global marketplace; and

and Congressional oversight should be in place to ensure stable funding of this system;
and

WHEREAS, the use of General Aviation by businesses and farms in West Virginia is
directly tied to the future growth and prosperity of the State.
