WHEREAS, the City of Malden in the state of Missouri has a significant interestin the
continued vitality of general aviation, aircraft manufacturing, aviation educational intuitions,
aviation organizations and community airports; and

WHEREAS,  general aviation  and  the Malden Regional =~ Airport  have  an
immense economic impact on the City of Malden; and

WHEREAS, Missouri is home to 115 public-use general aviation airports, which serve 9,087 pilots
