WHEREAS, Aviation not only supports Indiana's economy, it improves our overall quality of
life by providing essential emergency medical transportation, enhancing public
safety by assisting law enforcement, and transporting business-and leisure travelers

direct Congressional oversight should be in place to ensure stable funding of this
system.
